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Meetings:
The club meets at Fish & Game on the LAST Tuesday of the month (except December) at, 17 Eye Street, Invercargill.

Monthly Outings — on the 2"! Sunday of the month:
During the main fishing season (Oct-Apr) an outing is generally held on the 2" Sunday of the month.

Library:
The club has an extensive library of both books and videos. Both are loaned free of charge to members on a monthly
basis.

Lodge:

The major annual prizes are for the
highest condition factor fish 31bs and over, the heaviest brown, the heaviest rainbow, and the best average weight
throughout the season. All entries for the year go into the major prize draw.

A Fly Tying competition is run during the winter months. One entry per month of the fly nominated by the executive.
A Photo Competition held the June Monthly Meeting. 4 sections: trophy, action, scenic & general. 3 entries per section
per member, 7x5 prints.

Membership Card:
The club has a card for discount at Hunting & Fishing Invercargill, which is supplied on payment of subscription.

Fly Tying Equipment & Radio’s

The club has 4 sets of fly tying equipment and materials which members are able to use to tie their own flies on club
nights. We also have 4 complete rod & reel sets for courses, and loan to members for trial or when rods are away for
upgrading.
